The London Project is for women in contact with the criminal justice system who fall into the following categories:-


Women must live in or be returning to London.
How does the Project support women?

All women accessing the service are offered:-

· Intensive, one-to-one support and advocacy by an allocated caseworker for up to 9 months

· Group workshops and skills building, enabling women to build self-esteem and learn new life skills

· Short-term, one-to-one counseling

· Support in accessing volunteering, employment and education

In addition, women who are aged 18-25 will receive a specialist support service by a Young Women’s Worker.
